Erin Brockovich, an American woman, was born in Kansas.
She studied at a business college for a year, then she moved
to southern California and married a restaurant manager.

In 1990, when she was thirty years old, she was in a car
accident. A law company helped her after the accident, and
later she started to work for them.

Her job was to organise papers. One day Erin realised that
there were lots of papers about some very sick people

in a place called Hinkley. She started to look for more
information about the town.

Erin worked very hard
for five years. She visited
lots of sick people in
Hinkley and listened

to their stories. All

the people lived near

a big Pacific Gas and
Electric factory and she
discovered that there
was a chemical called
chromium in the local
water. It was from the
factory and Erin believed
that the people were sick
because of the chromium
in their drinking water.
She planned to help them.

Erin and her boss started
a law case against the

company. The company wasn’'t happy about
this. They didn’t agree that the people wers ill
because of the water - but in 1996 the judge
ordered Pacific Gas and Electric to pay the
people in Hinkley $500,000 each (there were
600 sick people, so that was $333 million

in total).

Then, something surprising happened. One of the Chinese players
waved to Cowan from the Chinese bus. He thought for a moment -
and then he got on the bus. But the Chinese players didn’t talk to him.
Suddenly Zhuang Zedong, three times world champion, came up to
Cowan. ‘What are you doing?’ said the other Chinese players. ‘Don’t
talk to him! Don’t make trouble!’ Zedong gave Cowan a silk scarf.

‘I give you this to show the friendship of the Chinese people to the
American people,’ he said through a translator. Cowan wanted to give
something back, but he didn’t have anything with him.

Then the bus arrived at the hotel. There were lots of reporters - it
was big news to see an American and a Chinese player together.

Later, Cowan bought a T-shirt with a peace flag on it, and he gave it
to Zedong. The two men became friends.

In the same year, the US team got an invitation to visit China, and

in February 1972, US President Richard Nixon went to China on a
historic visit. Many people say that the two men and their friendship
made a better relationship between their countries possible.

Reggae music

Reggae music became a popular
musical style more than 50
years ago. When people hear
the word ‘reggae’, they usually
think of Jamaica, but in fact,
reggae developed in New
Orleans, USA, from a type of
music called rhythm and blues
(R and B). Jamaican musicians
changed the beat of R and B
and rock music and made a
new musical style. It was the

beginning of reggae.

Some people say that the reggae
beat is similar to the rhythm of
the human heartbeaf.

It’s different from rock music,
and is generally easier to sing
and dance to. In the 1960s,

a lot of young black people
wanted to use reggae songs to
fight for political freedom and
equal rights — for them, the
lyrics were very important. But
other people wanted reggae to
be simply ‘good music’. Jimmy
Cliff, with his song Wonderful
World, Beautiful People, was
the first person to really bring
together reggae music and the
‘peace and love’ ideas that the

hippies of the 1960s believed in,

In the 1960s and the 1970s,
there were many reggae bands
in the music charts. One of the
most famous was the Wailers
(Bob Marley, Peter Tosh and
Bunny Wailer). Tosh and Wz
left the group but Bob Marley
continued to make hit songs
like I Shot The Sheriff and he
became the most famous rege
musician of all time. He died
very young, at the age of 36

Ashrita Furman has always
been interested in Guinness
World Records. As a teenager,
he spent a lot of time reading
the book and today, he is the
holder of the most amazing record of all: he has appeared in
The Guinness Book of World Records 203 times.

Most of his records involve physical activity. For example, he
has walked 103 kilometres while balancing a milk bottle on
his head! It took him 23 hours and 35 minutes. He has also
pushed a car just over 27 kilometres in 24 hours.

A few years ago, Furman set three new records in less than

an hour on the same day. First, he ran a mile in 12 minutes \
and 15 seconds — while doing the hula-hoop. A few minutes
later, he ran a mile balancing a raw egg on a spoon in seven
minutes and 47 seconds. And then he set a new record for
juggling while standing on a pogo stick for 24 minutes and
48 seconds. These were Furman’s 115th, 116th, and 117th
Guinness World Records. And he hasn't finished. Furman's life
is all about breaking records, and by the time you read this,
he’s probably already broken a few more!
